Long run returns to computer use are
over 5% for most workers.

V Computer users earned 17% more than non-users in 2000.
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V The study shows that, in the last decade, computer use has doubled among
workers; almost 6 in 10 now use a computer at their job, and 78% use one daily.

V People who use computers were far more likely to have higher incomes.

V Adults with high-intensity computer skills had about four to six times the odds
of being in the top income group, compared to those with low-to-medium
intensity computer use.
